Respect must be given to the right of the child and the young person to be adequately informed by
their own parents on moral and sexual questions in a way that complies with his or her desire to
be chaste and to be formed in chastity (119). It is recommended that respect be given to the right
of the child or young person to withdraw from any form of sexual instruction imparted outside the
home (120).

* must never be disturbed by unnecessary information about sex (78)
